The K16250, K16251 and K16252 is designed for home or domestic use and the K16253, K16254 and K16255 is designed for heavy
duty use.

40° Nozzle - White: This nozzle delivers a 40 degree spray pattern and a less powerful stream of water.
This nozzle can cover a wide area and should be used for most general cleaning jobs.
Supplied with: K16253, K16254 and K16255

Chemical Nozzle BLACK: This nozzle is used when applying cleaning detergents onto your surface.
This nozzle produces the weakest pressure stream when cleaning your surface.

Note: Only use the BLACK chemical nozzle when applying detergent.

Supplied with: K16254 and K16255

Turbo Nozzle: This nozzle outputs a high pressure vortex style circular spray pattern providing greater cleaning
efficiency over large surface areas, ideal for timber decks, drive ways etc.
Supplied with: K16250, K16251, K16252 K16253, K16254 and K16255

Adjustable Fan Nozzle: This nozzle allows the user to adjust the Pressure Washers output from a tight jet of
water (which is extremely powerful and ideal for cleaning hard surfaces such as concrete) to a wide spray
(which is quite gentle, ideal for cleaning large surfaces).

Note: DO NOT use this nozzle when adjusted to a tight jet on soft materials such as timber!

Supplied with: K16250, K16251, K16252

Soap Dispenser: Is a system for applying detergent. An adjustable spray pattern (vertically or horizontally)
as it throws thick foam onto your vehicle, house, fence, sidewalk, roof or other washable items. By controlling
the pressure from the high pressure gun it can increase or decrease the foam output. This allows the internal
agitator to create a dense foam.

Supplied with: K16250, and K16253
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Connecting Pressure Washer to Twist & Lock Nozzles K16250, K16251 & K16252

Once selected, push down on the nozzle quick release button on the end of the lance and insert the desired nozzle (Fig.23).
Release the nozzle quick release button and ensure it has returned into the locked position and try removing the installed nozzle.
If the nozzle will not come out of the quick connect connector then the connector is located correctly and the nozzle is secured and
assembled correctly (Fig 24).

Once selected, pull down the outer sleeve of the brass quick connect coupler located on the end of the lance and insert the desired
nozzle (Fig.25).
Release the brass quick connect coupler and ensure it has returned into the locked position and try removing the installed nozzle. If
the nozzle will not come out of the quick connect connector then the connector collar is located correctly and the nozzle is secured
and assembled correctly (Fig.26).

Operation
Ensure that the pressure cleaner is disconnected from the mains supply when not in use, before making

A changes or cleaning or leaving the machine unattended.
Never clamp your pressure cleaner to a bench or other device, IT IS A HAND HELD TOOL.

A High pressure jets can be dangerous if subject to misuse. The jet must not be directed at persons, live electrical equipment
or the machine itself.
WARNING: Never place your hands, feet or any body part in from of an operating nozzle. Never grasp the high pressure
hose fittings during Pressure Washer operation. Never attempt to attach, remove hoses, pressure guns, lances or nozzles
or hose fittings while the Pressure Washer is pressurized.

Always switch off the mains disconnecting switch when leaving the machine unattended.

Automatic ON/OFF:

The motor on this pressure washer does not run continuously. It only runs when the trigger of the spray gun is squeezed.

After following the start up procedures in this manual, turn the pressure washer ON and squeeze the trigger for activation.

See the section of this manual entitled “Operating Instructions” for further details on this feature.

Bleeding the Gun:

It is very important to bleed the gun before using the pressure washer. Squeeze the trigger to allow any air that is trapped inside of

the unit and hose to escape. Continue to squeeze trigger until a steady stream of water comes from the nozzle (This process may

take up to 2 minutes). See the section of this manual entitled “Operating Instructions” for further details on this process.
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Starting and Stopping
Caution: Always turn the Pressure Washer OFF & lock the pressure gun trigger before attempting to change
the pressure nozzles.
1. Located on the front face of the Pressure Washer is the ON/OFF switch.
2. To turn ON the Pressure Washer, you must rotate the ON/OFF switch to the On (I) position.
3. To turn OFF the Pressure Washer, you must rotate the ON/OFF switch to the OFF (0) position.
Caution: Always ensure your water supply is connected and turned ON prior to switching ON the Pressure Washer.
Operating the Pressure Washer without water could damage the seals and pump.
4. After all connections have been made correctly & checked , plug in the power cord the your mains power socket and turn the
power socket “ON".
5. Turn ON the electric Pressure Washer by rotating the ON/OFF switch to the On (1) position.
6. Pull the pressure gun trigger and the Pressure Washer is now operational.
Gun Safety Lock
Whenever you use the high pressure washer, we suggest you grip the in the right position, with one hand on the handle and the
other on the lance, When you stop the machine it is necessary to use the safety lock placed on the gun in order to avoid accidental.
Attaching Soap dispenser K16250
1. Connect the twist and lock soap dispenser to the pressure gun by aligning and inserting the twist and lock connect soap
dispenser into the end of the twist and lock pressure gun (Fig 27).
2. Push in the twist and lock extension lance and turn clockwise, until locked into position (Fig 28).

Attaching Soap dispenser K16253

2. Push the soap dispenser in (fig.29) and then twist it clockwise (fig.30) to securely lock the soap dispenser and pressure gun
together.

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On Board Detergent Bottle (K16251, K16252, K16254 & K16255)

The Pressure Washer features a built-in detergent dispenser located at the rear. This dispenser comes in the form of a separate

bottle specially designed to hold your preferred cleaning detergents. Its function is to mix the detergent with water and then apply

the combined solution at a low pressure setting.

Ensure that the built-in detergent dispenser is firmly connected to the Pressure Washer when using detergents. If the detergent

hose is not properly connected, the built-in dispenser will not work as intended.

1. To begin, remove the detergent dispenser bottle from its holder (refer to fig.31). Then, open the filler cap of the built-in detergent
dispenser bottle and fill it with your chosen cleaning solution. Ensure that the water feed pipe of the detergent dispenser bottle is
immersed in the liquid, and then securely tighten the cap (refer to fig.32 & fig.33).

2. Reinstall the detergent bottle back onto the Pressure Washer. Remember, when using the detergent bottle, only the “Chemical
detergent nozzle” in BLACK can be utilized. It is important to note that the detergent will not function, and the solution will not be
applied if you use the “High Pressure” nozzles in RED, GREEN, WHITE or TURBO settings.

3. Always insert the “Chemical Detergent Nozzle” in BLACK, as advised earlier. During operation, when you squeeze the trigger,
water mixed with the detergent will be sprayed at low pressure to facilitate effective cleaning.

Detergent Flow Adjustment (K16255 only)
This Dial is used to adjust the flow rate of cleaning solution when using the washing machine. When you rotate

clockwise, the flow rate of the cleaning solution will increase.
The water inlet filter must be inspected regularly, so as to avoid blockage and restriction in the water supply to
the pump.

Connecting Pressure Washer to Mains Water K16250,K16251, K16252, K16253, K16254 & K16255 Fig-34

WARNING: To prevent damage of the surface you are cleaning & to select the appropriate nozzle for your application, always
start cleaning your surface by using the lowest pressure possible. Start cleaning well away from your surface to ascertain if
the nozzle type & distance from surface is appropriate for your cleaning needs.

Note: Always test the selected nozzle/cleaning distance in an inconspicuous spot in case of any damage to the surface is
experienced. After testing the cleaning nozzle selected/distance of cleaning you can change nozzles & cleaning distance as
required based on your cleaning application.

Note: Any damage caused to your surface due to pressure cleaning will not be covered by Kincrome.

Your Pressure Washer comes complete with 4 assorted cleaning nozzles and has a built in detergent dispenser .
Each nozzle delivers a specific cleaning spray pattern for a particular cleaning application. The size & shape of the cleaning
nozzles determine the Pressure Washers output capacity. The different output capacities will deliver different cleaning results.

Note: This Pressure Washer, doesn’t come supplied with an inlet hose, you must purchase one at your own expense from your local

hardware store. Depending on the hose purchased, you will also need to purchase an inlet coupler and an additional inlet hose
adaptor. The hose should be a reinforced wall hose, to ensure the hose doe not collapse, when the Pressure Washer is being
used. It is recommended that the minimum inside diameter of this hose should be no less than 19mm (3/4").

1. Once you have your inlet hose, you must connect a male hose adaptor to your mains water tap or storage device. Make sure you

have screwed the male hose adaptor securely inlet filter.

2. Once installed, you must fit a female inlet coupler (not supplied) to either end of your inlet hose. Ensure they are firmly secured to

your inlet hose.

Note: Some hoses have adaptors pre-installed when purchased.
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3. Grab one end of your hose, and pull back the female inlet coupler and feed onto the male inlet adaptor located on your mains
water tap. They should click into position.

4. With the free end of your hose, feed the remaining female inlet coupler onto the inlet filtter adaptor on the Pressure Washer.

5. Your Pressure Washer is now ready to receive water!

6. Remove the inlet hose, repeat the above in reverse.

Maintenance and Storage (Refer to Product Specifications for Maintenance GR codes)

A Ensure that the pressure cleaner is disconnected from the mains supply when not in use, before making
changes or cleaning.

Cleaning Nozzles

Using included tip cleaner, or an unfolded paper clip, insert wire into the nozzle hole and move back and forth until debris is dislodged.
Remove additional debris by back-flushing water through the nozzle. To do this, place end of a garden hose ( with water running ) to the end of
nozzle for 30-60 seconds.

Storage

The machine should be stored in a frost-free environment.

After long-term storage without operation, it is possible to form scales inside the machine making it hard to start again. In such conditions it is
recommended to turn off and disconnect the power supply and rotate the motor by hand several times so as to avoid excessive current draw
on the motor and the power supply.

Repairing the Pressure Washer

There are no user serviceable parts except as outlined in the exploded views. Only trained, licensed and certified repair personnel should
attempt any repairs or replacing of parts. Any modifications to this Pressure Washer, except those performed by the manufacturer, or their
design, will void all warranties both written and implied.

Caring for the environment

When a Pressure Washer is no longer usable it should not be disposed of with household waste, but in an environmentally friendly way.

Please recycle where facilities exist. Check with your local council authority for recycling advice.

Recycling packaging reduces the need for landfill and raw materials. Reuse of recycled material
