The centre of the spindle hole will 

need to be 60mm from the door edge 

[backset). Mark 2 6mm screw holes at 

21mm above and below the centre of 

the spindle hole. For clean cutouts, 

drill from both side, meeting in the 

middle of the door.
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Insert the latch, scribe 

around the faceplate, 

remove, then chisel out the 

recess to enable the latch 

faceplate to sit flush the door 

edge. 

Remove any loose saw dust, 

insert the latch and secure it 

with the wood screws 

provided.

1. Unscrew the rose 
covers.
